Welcome to the first webinar of the current course. The course is called, modestly, the course of harmonic astrology, in the years, for years, in the years 25-26. And somehow it turned out strangely, that I started it, as usual, in the autumn, but in this autumn with a big delay, from November.

But I hope, that, I expect, that when we get into the rhythm, we will stick to this rhythm until June. And today I would like to discuss and present, what we are going to deal with, and other issues related to astrology in general. And this is specifically addressed for new participants.

But I think there are no new ones today. So not everyone is entering their names here. But it doesn't matter, it will be open later.

Okay. So here I wrote down, what we are going to deal with. I mean, this is a list for today, a list of today's topics.

So I want to say, what is the difference between astrology, which I practice from other schools of astrology, we will talk about it in a moment, then we will tell ourselves, what does it mean, harmonious astrology, and how is this word used, harmonious, harmonious, and what is so harmonious or what is it, that requires the use of this name. Sorry, I was drinking tea here. Is astrology, and this is also a problem that constantly bothers me, and I think that many of you, does astrology belong to esotericism, that is, secret knowledge, or occultism, these are names for the same phenomenon, or vice versa, can it be considered as science? I mean, is it science or esotericism? And yes, we will talk about it.

But to explain it, we need to say something about these two thoughts, which fight for our minds, that is, about the thought, the thought is the term of Dukas and a very convenient thought, naturalistic or analogistic, and here astrology is a good example, an example of this field, of the fight of these two systems for our minds. Here I would also like to mention to what extent we can rely on astrology and the conclusions of cosmograms, whether astrology can help in life, how astrology works as an organizer of life, further about the problems that await clarification, and what we will do, what tools we have in the Astroacademia.pl service. So yes, this is what is to be discussed.

What is the difference, or what distinguishes astrology, which we practice within the Astroacademy from other schools or astrology courses? First of all, there is a limited set of indicators taken into account, that is, there is no madness, that whatever we find in any tables, it must have some meaning, we rely on it, we take it into account, modestly, according to Saturn, we narrow the field of vision to the horoscope, but we will expand it in a moment, we narrow the field of vision, we see only the classic, or there were seven classic ones, these neoclassic ones, ten planets, schools and media teach that there are eight planets, but the third one is actually the Earth, on which we sit, so we shorten it, because it is not in the sky, there are seven left, but we add Pluto, which astronomers have ceased to consider a planet, although they are beginning to hesitate, and recently they find indicators again saying that it should be considered a planet, but it does not concern us, it was and is a planet for us, so Pluto comes in, and of course the Sun comes in, which is a star, and the Moon, which is a moon, not a planet. So we have this neoclassic set of ten planets, ten moving objects in the sky. We have two axes, the ascendant and its ante, i.e. descendant, medium celi and immune celi, i.e. the horizontal axis and the vertical axis, we do not deal with others, although many have been invented, the most well-known of these axes, which are omitted by us, is the axis of the lunar nodes, i.e. from the upper node to the lower one, or from the ascending node to the descending one.

Yes, we do not take this into account. There are other more esoteric, more strange, we do not deal with them either. We take into account aspects that are more than typical, which I will continue to talk about.

We take into account signs, I noted that some of them are understood a little differently here, but now I will not develop it at this point. There will be a separate lecture for this, a separate webinar. So we take into account signs, we take into account harmonic points, fivefold and sevenfold.

Why these? Because to some extent we know their meaning. Here I have prepared an example right away. This is a recently drawn cosmogram of Dustin Hoffman, an honored master of American film acting.

And we see everything, i.e. ten birth planets, we see aspects that are drawn with color lines, we also see those aspects that are not drawn in most available styles of drawing cosmograms. For example, here is such a beautiful effect, Mars in ... Now I noticed something interesting, I will tell you about it in a moment. Mars connected by a red line, i.e. a quintile, i.e. one-fifth of a full circle, 360 degrees, with the Moon.

And now I see something that I did not see before, that he also has a configuration of moons, Venus, i.e. he has a binastria of the Moon from Venus. For those who do not know, I think everyone knows, but I prepared it for those who do not know what a binastria is, I will tell you in a moment. He has a binastria of the Moon from Venus and that would mean that he somehow realizes the type of superfemininity, which appeared in him, among other things, in such a way that he played a female role, that is, he played the role of a man who dresses up as a woman, because he cannot find a job as a man, so he employs himself as a housekeeper under the name of Tutsi.

There was such a moment once, from Hoffman. It is because of his superfemininity, maybe he also has other indications for this. But let's not talk about it, we see the blue line drawn, the seven-fold aspects, we see the beautiful Jupiter in the ascendant, a very thing that favors acting.

I mean, these elements are drawn here, the points we are talking about, also harmonic points, for example, the Moon in a harmonic point, the seven-fold Earth in the ascendant, around the 17th degree of the ascendant, which gives crazy workability and the ability to focus. And perhaps in this way he prepared his role. So that was the illustration.

There is no situation for this, what is not there for this in our sets in the horoscope. So, as I said, there are no Moon nodes. So far we have not taken them into account.

I keep announcing that maybe one day I will take them, I will start working with them, we will see how they work and whether those who believe in them and their significance affirm whether they are right or not. So there are no nodes. There are no houses.

There are no houses, and what is, in a sense, instead of houses, I will tell you about it in a moment. It's hard to bite an astrologer and I think that many participants, even long-term, long-term Astroacademy, left the Astroacademy, resigned because they could not stand that there are no houses here. But there are no houses, so we have to get along with it.

There are no objects, most of the objects are supposedly planetary, that is, we do not take them until now, I have no special motivation to take them into account. We do not take them, so we do not take the planetoid into account, in other words, the asteroid, in British-American terminology, we do not take the centaurs with Chiron at the head into account, or all this swarm of cosmic little things, which are somewhere there, and they are found more and more, also those distant, such trans-Neptune, from trans-Neptune objects, we got attached to Pluto and on this Pluto we stopped, although there are several dozen Pluto-like objects, probably already discovered. What is not there? There are no different arts, such numerical, magical, in the kind of Arabian points, the point of happiness, and other points from this group.

There would be a lot of this, I mean, I don't remember, of course, I don't remember all this, that it is not here. There is also no Lilith, that someday, if you feel like it, you can go through the forum and the webinar records, and in previous years, Lilith was somehow examined, but I don't continue this. It was also theoretically criticized, but I don't continue it either, so for now we will leave it.

Perhaps some other important things in astrology, not mine, I did not mention, but I will leave it. Here I said that there are no houses, but the meaning is, the meanings are attached to four interaxial sectors. And this is an inspiration coming from the system of Patrice Guinard, who in the years, probably already in the 80s, 80s, 90s, created his entire system, which replaced the houses, of which there are 12, such pseudo-zodiacal houses, modeled on zodiac signs.

So he replaced these pseudo-zodiacal houses with a division by 8. Well, I took some elements from it and a system was created from it, a concept of interaxial points. And we see Hoffman's special loading of the interaxial point, because it is not an interaxial point, but an entire interaxial area, where there are the sun, the moon and three more planets. And it makes sense to belong to certain groups, certain closed, but effective groups, so to speak.

Of all kinds. Did Hoffman have it? I don't know his biography well enough to say, confirm or deny. I just took his cosmogram because it is a new Astroacademy, and not because I studied it in detail.

Yes. The next differences mentioned here. We widely use the term dominant.

What does it mean? It means that we are not so interested in anything in the cosmogram, which interests us especially... I said it wrong. What does it mean? That it is not that we are interested in anything in the cosmogram, but that we are looking in the cosmogram for what is most important. And when we notice something, i.e. the dominant, we have the right to omit these various details.

And right away, various elements can dominate. The most important are planetary dominants, and the main source of planetary dominants, i.e. which planet dominates, is that it lies on an axis, i.e. rises, rises, sets, or sets. And this is, in turn, the inspiration of my main master or mentor in astrology, i.e. Michel Gauquerin, that the most important are those planets that rise, rise, set, or set.

We see that Jupiter rises at Hofmann, so he was a Jupiter type with a Jupiter dominant, which excellently supports the profession, depending on the fact that to show yourself publicly, it excellently supports, especially when it is ascending. So we use the term domination, i.e. we are looking for what is really important. We do not use falling apart for details, for rules, cases, right? Then we widely use the term equivalence, i.e. things close to significant in the horoscope, which can be packed into one suitcase, into one portmanteau.

And as it was mentioned in Alice in Wonderland, that is, Lewis Carroll invented such an operation. Do we see anything in any game of equivalents in Hofmann? Well, of course, we see immediately, right? That Jupiter rises, that it is distinguished, and the sign is distinguished, because there is the Sun and Pluto at the beginning, that the sign of the lion is distinguished. And the lion and Jupiter are very equivalent concepts, or astrological beings.

This is almost the same. Lions behave like Jupiterians, and Jupiterians behave like Jupiterians. Then we take the elements highly.

I mean, we try to think so that the element is even more important than the sign, more important than the sign, and almost, I mean, I will say more, that it is even more important than the planets. So we are looking for a dominant element. There are only four elements, but not necessarily which must dominate.

But if there is a clear domination of one element, then we send it to the beginning among the dominants. But we also evaluate the elements in a different way. Point F. We know the meaning of binastries, that is, pairs of planets, because we have studied them.

Where do we have binastries in Destiny of Hofmann? So every aspect is a binastry at the same time, but also a binastry is when two planets are on, two different planets are on the axis, on the same axis or on different. And in this way we see in Hofmann a co-dominant, a common dominant, a simultaneous dominant, i.e. also the binastries of Jupiter and Uranus. So he is not only Jupiterian, but also Jupiterian and Uranian, Jupiter-Uranian.

And these are people who are very excited, very diligently going to the goal and very diligently performing their tasks and living at such a pace all the time. I have and had several such in my family and I could not look at them, admire the binastries. And here it says, we introduced a few additional concepts for studying transits, including the cascade of transits, main passages, or among the transits, the main passages, and at the main passages their most memorable, especially memorable points, i.e. moments, i.e. lightning events and so on.

There are many of them, so I will not mention all of them, it is not yet time for this as part of the course. And point H. We highly appreciate the experience data. We do not underestimate what, and this includes the fact that we do not underestimate the cases when someone or a person or some mass, i.e. society, i.e. the state, its government, behaves not as we would expect on the basis of cosmograms and transits.

We also take into account the cases that do not confirm our predictions, and even they are especially valuable. So these are the highlights of the Astroacademy Astrology. What does harmonic astrology mean? And what is so harmonious What I have written here is the absolute minimum and the absolute core of this concept.

of harmonic astrology. We look at the horoscope as if there was a wave system there. And because the horoscope is an image of an ecliptic seen from a certain point of the Earth, we think about the space, i.e. about the drawing of the horoscope and about the space around us, i.e. the cosmos, as if, this is how we set our thinking, as if there were waves in space.

And as if there was a membrane that waves, being a sphere. And what is especially important in this sphere is the cross-section of this sphere following the ecliptic, i.e. what in short is called the ecliptic line in the sky. Perhaps this is so, and perhaps it is not, but what is happening in astrology, what we observe in astrology, as long as it does not seem to us, as long as it is not an illusion, would indicate that this is really the case.

A slightly similar construction used in physics, maybe let's leave it for later, there will be too much reaction. In any case, we imagine such domineering, at least until they are determined with the help of the appropriate physical apparatus. We assume that they are domineering, that there are certain domineering waves on the ecliptic, and the length of such a wave is 360 degrees by n, where n is the total number, i.e. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and so on.

Why? Because the wave, which will have a different length, will not move, will not extinguish, it will not have a long life. This is not a statement of astrology, but a general statement of wave science. So only such decent waves can exist in this sphere.

And some consequences result from this. Namely, planets far from K of such segments create an aspect. Here the concept of aspect is explained.

If Mars and the Moon in the horoscope, i.e. on the ecliptic seen in time and at the birth point of Dustin Hoffman, are 72 degrees away, i.e. one-fifth of 360, then we interpret it and we interpret the system of these planets as an aspect, a quintile, i.e. one-fifth between Mars and Neptune. And between Mars and Venus there is about 144 degrees, i.e. two-fifth of a biquintile. This is about the fact that planets far from K of such segments, this K is roughly the same n is equal to 2, n is equal to 5, create an aspect, two-fifths, i.e. a biquintile.

The planet far from K of such segments from the cardinal point, the points are 4, the lamb, the cancer, the weight of the goat, i.e. the beginning of the signs about these names. So if the planet is far from K of such segments, it lies in the harmonic point. For example, let's take a drawing.

The Moon and Neptune at Huffman lie in the harmonic point marked here in gray, i.e. in the ground, in the pan. And this point is sevenfold, i.e. one-seventh away from the cardinal point in the goat. And this is, how many quintiles will there be here? Two.

Septiles? Two? Two, because the third is in Cancer, at the end. So it is two-seventh away from the zero of the goat, from the cardinal point of the goat. And that's why we claim that something is happening here, which has certain features borrowed from the element of the Earth and from the goat sign, because it hits the Earth's zodiacal background, the background of the Lord's signs.

Well, this is a super-Earthly point. I told you about it, and I will tell you more. That's how it will stay for now.

Here I see that I was talking, but I see that Timothy asks what the differences in their astrology look like whether there are points of conviction, proof that someone is wrong, that there are theories that are better and worse, etc. How does it look like? Maybe I'll tell you about it in a moment. For now, I've accepted that I'm skipping it.

And what else do we have here? We also draw harmonic horoscopes, i.e. when we forget about everything in the horoscope that is not a harmonic of a given order N. So we don't look at... Well, we know, so I won't tell you. We also have in the Astroacademy's Instrumentarium a harmonic spectra of cosmograms, i.e. we draw a spectra, we know which harmonic component is stronger, which is weaker, etc. Also, the acceptance of this wave model allows us to apply concepts related to the wave motion, to the wave phenomenon.

For example, the concept of resonance. And this is something I've been wondering about for some time now, but somehow I can't get to it. I mean, I'm gradually getting to the point where I can publish anything on this topic.

For now, together with the GPT chat, i.e. with its end directed to me on my computer, we have made a few such tool programs. I will continue to work on it. Good.

Here is a good moment for an astrologer to answer the question of Timothy. I will read it again. How do the differences in their astrological discussions Are there any attempts to convince, to prove that someone is wrong, that they are a little better and worse, etc.

How does it look like? To put it briefly, there is no discussion between different schools. Different schools do not discuss and do not convince, do not prove that someone is wrong. There is rather a silent or non-silent agreement, because it is also accepted as a rule, that we astrologers are tolerant of the methods used by our colleagues.

With some exceptions. For example, there is one who is also invited to Polish lectures and his books are printed in Polish translations. For example, the British astrologer Frawley, who believes that most astrologers, i.e. practically everyone except him, maybe some of his students, are wrong, they are wrong, they talk nonsense, they take some crazy concepts and I don't even want to lean out so that he does not criticize me.

I mean, I probably fall under his category, these pseudo-astrologers. Which is a bit funny, but it is also a manifestation, and on the other hand, as an example of tolerance, there is a rule adopted by the Polish Astrological Society, PTA, the largest one, with Dr. Piotr Piotrowski at the head, which adopted the rule that we do not criticize each other. In other words, in order to belong to a society, you do not have to be a follower of a particular school or a particular style.

I mean, if we can talk about something, I don't want to disturb anyone, but this is not the most important thing, the most important thing is astrology as such. What can explain this tolerance, that there are few of us astrologers, our field is niche, we are criticized, I will talk about this criticism, we are a bit like this constricted fortress, so it makes no sense yet to cause any disturbance within this fortress. Which, in turn, has a negative impact, of course.

I don't know how it is in the world. Maybe we will move this topic to the forum. It is interesting.

Does astrology belong to esotericism or to secret knowledge, i.e. occultism? Can it be considered a science? This is also a problem. It is a problem that is worth having somewhere under the covers and knowing what is going on. Here I will add something that some seem to overlook, that these three terms are synonymous with each other.

That is, esotericism, secret knowledge and occultism are exactly the same. These are words that call the same mental object, the same field. And Timothy says, well, how to look at the fact that John Froley received an award for the best astrological book of the year, when there is a significant minority.

The question is, whether this was happening in England, in the English language, or in Poland. It doesn't matter. Perhaps this group that received the award, this group, liked its uncompromisingness.

Maybe they liked that it moved them so much. Some people like it that way. I mean, they appreciate it.

I mean, a kind of Stockholm complex. I have such a suspicion, I mean, I have such an assumption, still about this, that some, both astrologers and customers, as well as the audience, like such an attitude, that is, someone uncompromising, believing that I know what I'm saying here, this is the only right approach, etc. This only rightness makes you suspect, makes you have such assumptions, that it is someone who does not work with the client, but imposes his opinion on him.

But, as I say, this is something that makes me be, well, Aufmerksam, I have to have my senses set up, and I can't think otherwise. Does astrology belong to what is called esotericism or secret knowledge or occultism? I mean, occultism and secret knowledge is a translation of the Latin-Greek term occultism. Occultism.

Occultus means hidden, hidden, but also hidden in a safe and hidden place, carefully hidden, or something like that. It's the same word as culture, and that's why Dariusz Misiuna called his publishing house Occultura. Occultura.

So, I wrote an article from the point of view of science, that it does not fit the accepted model of the world. So, first of all, there is no, the effects are not known. I also, as a physicist, learned for the first time that astrology is not something that has gone out of fashion, but it is still practiced, choroscopes are still drawn, which check that it is alive.

So, the first question that came to my mind when I asked what these effects bring from the planet Earth to us. We don't know. If there are no effects, it's the end of the discussion.

That is, the racial, healthy representative of science will not go into it. There are no facts. So, it does not fit the accepted model of the world, but also other things do not fit.

For example, the affirmation of the initial moment, not only of the birth, but also of the couple, birthplace, in quotation marks, institution, for example, country, disputes about when Poland was born, or Ukraine. Some Ukrainians deal with the fact that they count 30 years, or less, no, 65, and we have to say 1000 years. And what should Greece say? I don't know.

So, it also does not fit the accepted model of the world, that this initial moment was some... I mean, it's not a scientific view that the initial moment must be super important. And the statistical tests come out negatively. Here I have a thick book on the shelf called Tests of Astrology, which I have transcribed, but I have never read it, because it is boring, because it is a collection of several hundred statistical tests of astrological predictions, probably not later than in the 20th century, which all came out negatively.

Except for Gokelen, but his results are inconsistent with contemporary astrology, which in the 1950s was found by Gokelen. Ah, after all, it was only when Piotrowski gave Frohley the Priory Award. Thanks to Fabryka.

I mean, it's a lot, but I think it confirms what I said before. From the point of view of esotericism, which is a minus of astrology, that it does not necessarily have to belong to esotericism, that it does not require any superpowers from practitioners. Superpowers.

And ordinary civil skills are enough. In other words, it turns out that astrology does not need, that is, an astrologer, an astrologist does not need to change or some quality change, some kind of enlightenment, right? Like yogis or Buddhists. It is enough for him to learn it.

Ordinary skills are enough, in my opinion, or maybe others think otherwise, but in my opinion, ordinary skills are enough, that is, skills that are enough in any other positive knowledge, in psychology, in law, in history, in mathematics, in physics, in accounting. It is enough to learn. Artificial intelligence can also learn.

I see that for almost two years I have been consulting with the GPT chat. I mean, I don't ask him about astrology, I sometimes ask him about the date of birth, whether he knows. Today I asked him about the hour of birth of Sabatai Tzvi.

Sabatai Tzvi was a Jewish religious revolutionist from the territory of Western Greece, Turkey, who, never mind, he lived in the 17th century. And he didn't know. I mean, the chat said it wasn't written down and he was surprised that the Kabbalists didn't pay attention to when their sons were born, and at what time.

It turned out that the Kabbalists only needed a date, not a time. So it's hard to expect that the chat can have superpowers, according to some people, but it doesn't need any spiritual change. Because without it, it's just ordinary knowledge.

And just to explain this relationship between astrology and science, or esotericism, we think about two ontologies, i.e. two thoughts that fight for our minds. And this is the view, or ontology, or naturalistic thought, with which analogistic competes, and historically the other way around, because analogistic was much older and it was imposed on it as a result of a certain revolutionary change in the consciousness of the people of the West in the 17th-18th centuries. In the past, starting from the top, i.e. from the level of academics, scientists, philosophers, the analogistic order has been expelled, and finally blown away, as if by a typhoon, by naturalistic thought.

They are different. These two views, the views of the world, these two thoughts are difficult to reconcile, they are competitive. What happens in naturalistic thought? There is a sharp separation of what was done by Carthaginian, who had everything in his hands.

It worked like this. Cut, reject, cut, reject. So, a sharp separation of res extensa, as he called it, from res cogitas, i.e. spatial things, from spatial things, from thinking things, i.e. thinking does not belong to the material world.

It does not belong to it. It is something else. One and the other.

By chance, these two things meet in human heads. Why do they meet? How do they meet? On what basis do they meet? Until now, philosophers have not discovered it, and it was very tiring for them for centuries. As a result, the thought does not affect the matter, i.e. all attempts of telepaths are futile, who somehow move some mirrors, or push the glass, or lift something up.

There is no such thing, it cannot be. And the inner worlds of different people are separate and unrecognizable to each other. So, as the author of these two terms, naturalistic and analogistic, that is, Philippe Descola said, he argued that what is external, i.e. these material objects, external objects, that is, what we all see externally, we observe, we have the same influence.

What is external is similar. What is external is the same. It is the same matter composed of the same atoms, of the same genes.

However, what is internal, i.e. internal mental worlds of different people are inaccessible to each other, they are separate, they are cut off. This also results in seeing the world in the categories of dualism, culture versus nature. Separation of culture and nature.

That is why he titled his book Descola Beyond the Nature and the Culture. Beyond culture and nature. Also, when we find something happening in the world, we ask ourselves the question, what comes from genes, what comes from upbringing? Also in my character, or yours, right? What is written in the genes, and what was imposed on us by the culture in which we are raised? Analogistic thinking.

He sees completely different things in the world. Above all, he sees that similar attracts similar. This is one principle.

We see that it is magical, this is magical thinking. One thing or being is based on the other. The world is ruled by analogies, that is, similarities.

Such a basic principle, one of the principles of this analogistic thinking is repeated every day, or maybe three times a day, by Christians, or maybe only Catholics, that as in heaven, so on earth. Part of one of the verses of the Lord's Prayer. As in heaven, so on earth.

At the same time, we see that this is the principle of astrology. That is, that Jesus, those who invented Jesus, also thought astrology, right? But in heaven, there didn't have to be planets, there could also be some astral worlds, divine archetypes of heaven, right? And we can say, within this view, that there are extraterrestrial patterns, the idea of Plato, the idea of Plato, or planets, astrology planets, or the world of Greek gods, or the world of Christian saints. And all these old civilizations, old religions, old civilizations, China, China in particular, went in this direction.

India, ancient Mexico, this Aztec-Mayan, ancient Peru, that is, the Incas, ancient Europe, until the Renaissance, which is why it was a renaissance, that is, the rebirth of the ancient thought, because the thinkers of that time undertook the recreation of these analogist systems of antiquity. Also the Jewish Kabbalah, all of Judaism, probably even to this day, is analogistic. And astrology fits perfectly in this analogistic order of thought.

Also, but not only astrology, because also, what I was talking about earlier, that is, the whole esotericism is that you believe, or you pay attention, you observe what does not fit into the scientific picture of the world. And here I am showing a book by a great mental activist, in this, Geistig an Aktivist, as they would say in German, Stanisław Grofa, who sat on all fours and sat on this topic. The book has a title translated by two outstanding experts from New Age and my friends, that is, Maciek Lorenc and Jarek Misiune, the book has the title by Stanisław Grofa, When the impossible becomes possible, which, in my opinion, is an exaggeration, because these excellent translators translated it wrong.

The book has an English title When the impossible happens. When the impossible happens. That is, when the impossible happens.

Well, in Polish, you can't translate it with a pun, but it's certainly not that when the impossible happens, it happens. It's when things happen that seemed impossible. Something like that.

I already had it, it seemed better to me. We're getting close to the end, so we have to get rid of it. We have to get rid of it.

So also this whole esoteric movement, also the one from the last generations, that is, the so-called New Age, was based on this, that is, its core, its basis was the search in the world for phenomena, events, but also traditions from previous generations, events that do not fit into the naturalistic picture of the world. For example, I know what you think, you know what I think, you know what I think. Passing on your thoughts, right? Or reminding yourself where and who lived, how he lived in the previous incarnations, how he lived in the previous incarnations.

Incarnation, of course, does not fit into science or naturalism, into naturalistic ontology. So that's how it went. India has not changed so far, our Hindus have not changed, just like the Europeans on the naturalistic thinking remained with their eternal analo-ana, with their eternal ontology, analogistic.

As I said, this naturalistic revolution began in the 17th century. The main reversers of this revolution were Newton with his physics and Cartesian with his philosophy. That's why in New Age, in the New Age movement, that's how they fell into the New Age movement, that New Age, that is, esotericism, defined itself, that we are those who are beyond Newton, beyond Cartesian, that we recognize the non-Newtonian, non-Cartesian world order.

So it started in the 17th century. In the 17th and 18th centuries, it gradually embraced the whole class of the educated West, which caused a decline and humiliation, humiliation, analogistic thinking in the culture of the West Humiliation. What is humiliation about? That there is no, humiliation is a downward movement, it is a downward shift.

And this downward shift occurred, as a literal metaphor may be, downward movement. If an island with some peaks goes down, dives into the ocean, the tip will stick out. But if it dives even higher, there will only be a coral reef on the tip.

So this humiliation, analogistic thinking, first of all, was revealed by the cut of this tip, by the immersion, by the blurring, by the obscurity of this tip. Just as the school of naturalistic wings has its peaks, and these are scientists, and these are people of science, and among them are nobility, so the analogistic branch has no authorities, there are no researchers paid from taxpayers' money, there are no government programs, there are no powerful foundations that sell it, it is poor, therefore it is undereducated, undereducated. This also applies to astrology.

This mountain, this top part, the top of the analogistic schools, including astrology, is undereducated, undereducated, poor and somehow humiliating in an angle. It has no worthy place in society. Of course, it tries to save itself, especially in peripheral countries, like Poland, that we unite in associations, we are allowed to talk nonsense from the point of view of the obligatory thinking of the naturalistic, but if we want to, we can have fun.

But the lack of support from the media of the purpose, because this social mountain in astrological order is formed by the media of the purpose. The lack of this media of the purpose means that we are we don't have our Nobel laureates, we don't have such funds as the Academy of Sciences, we are poor in many respects, but also our addressees, that is, our audience is poorer literally. Right? I mean, I'm talking at this point about astrology, which is such an aristocracy in this analogist wing, but most of the analogist thinking takes place through, or in a group, here I apologize to the women who are listening to this, so I am present here, in the context of old, poorly educated women, that is, older women with low education.

Similarly, as Catholics, as the Catholic Church, as what the Catholic Church organizes, which is also, which is also analogist, belongs to this analogist wing. What should they draw conclusions from? That astrology is religious. So, there is poverty on the inside, I would say, also time poverty, that is, we are usually, we astrologers, hobbyists, we can assign a small part of our time and our intellectual power to doing what is most important to us, that is, astrology.

Besides, astrology is no longer the most important thing. And what? I see it. I see it in the example of the Astroacademy, in which, I will not complain now, that most of us lose interest quickly, lose interest, such a big interest is quickly lost.

The more respect I feel for those who come back, last, who sign up for the next courses. So, bravo. So, here we went after astrology.

Let's see point 7. Point 7 says, to what extent can we rely on astrology in connection with cosmograms? It is positive that astrology provides, which it does not provide, nothing but it provides the theory of personality. I mean, of course, psychology, psychology also has its own theories of personality, but we can wonder what their value is. I mean, for an astrologer, knowledge of these psychological categories is very necessary.

However, it seems to me that we have a better theory. And we have a theory of biography, a theory of the course of human life. This is what we roll around here, that is, the study of our great transits.

And here I can strongly say that astrology is the only field known to people, probably the only one, which provides a theory of biography, which justifies why in the life of a certain person something happened then, and sometimes elsewhere. And it is worth knowing. And I feel sorry for that.

I feel sorry for that because astrology is packed into one suitcase with the performing of charms and the moving and pressing of windows at a distance, and the evoking of other spirits, that is, the development of spirits, which can be, can exist, then there is a possibility of such a large generalization, a class or layer which is educated, loses access to this theory, has no access to this theory, to the theory of biography. It is something of value, which should circulate in the bloodstream of culture as such, and not just some esoteric minorities. There are enough theories, but as I noticed, there is a large spread of what can be read from astrograms.

And when studying astrology, there is the effect of gray soup. Recently, Neko took pity on this gray soup in our private correspondence. That is, the effect of gray soup, of brown soup, of brown soup, consisting of the fact that we mix different ingredients.

We try to imagine who this person is. Or what events will happen looking at the system of transits. And we put one element there, the second element, the third element, and they mix like colorful paints, red with green and yellow, and such a soup comes out.

Some paints are like that, they stick together, granulate. You don't have to be too careful about it. Among other things, all my thinking about dominants came from the fact that I noticed this effect in you, in my astro-thinking.

And you have to save yourself from it. You need to be careful, moderate and non-charged. What can astrology help with in life? It gives a view from the outside, to yourself, to your friends, to your biography, to the biography of other people.

It gives such an Archimedes point of application, the force of applying attention and cognitive abilities. It allows you to see yourself or someone in the background of others, in the background of a wider set. You are not the only one.

You are not a hapax, an unexplained event. Your astrology shows that you belong to a certain spectre, to a certain spectre of possible people. It allows you to better use other people's experiences.

Yes, when I see that I am similar horoscopically to someone, especially to someone who writes books or appears on the Internet, then you can see that I can use his, I can use his way more, his experience. It explains cases, reduces chaos. Exactly.

Astrology, as an organizer of life, I wanted to develop this topic more extensively, but we are already out of time, so, well, we see, it allows you to organize calendars and schedules. Astrology gives the possibility of a more conscious adaptation to what these astrological factors incline us to. I do not want to say too little, so I will simplify this topic here.

Topics and problems in astrology waiting for an explanation or solution. I wrote that there are many of them, and I guessed that I would not tell here, there is no time. Possible methods that are to be taken up by astrology, so great statistics, which we will not do, right, because we do not have the means to do it.

Great statistics, possibly objective, for example, whether there are measurable similarities in pairs of he and she, in married or similar couples. Whether there is a measurable similarity of cosmograms in couples, in couples forming relationships. Whether there is a measurable similarity of cosmograms of birth and death.

If someone, maybe even in this year, had the appropriate financial and time possibilities, then nothing is missing, you just have to wait. This information is there, you just have to catch it, to filter it. Does Natal allow, does the birth chart allow to define five dimensions of personality? Similar questions.

Great statistics based on Michelangelo's model. So yes. But this year, I say, due to the poverty of astrology, we will not deal with it, this is the nature of our classes.

I mean, this is an introduction to the course. So we should talk about the course, what will be on the course. Also such a method, but also not a course one.

These are works in sample groups, i.e. extracting the spirit of the group. I talked about it, but I'll probably say it again and again. And also what we have been doing in astrology for years, in the Astrology Academy for years, is collecting experience mass, which confirms us, or, well, raises new doubts about what, how horoscopes are realized, how transits are realized, how experience supports, or does not support our astro-convictions, our convictions, our astrological predictions, and so on.

So let's focus on the experience mass, and in the end, I wrote it down. Is that the end? Not the end? Here is once again what we will do, what tools we have. But this is... I think we can stop here.

I will try to translate all these boards together with the text as quickly as possible. I mean, these boards and their texts and what I say, this lecture, I will try to translate as quickly as possible, to translate into the text, and I think the recording will be ready in half an hour.
